Boston Datacenters Picks Enterasys 

January 14, 2005 -- (WEB HOST INDUSTRY REVIEW) -- Network 
security firm Enterasys Networks (enterasys.com) announced on 
Thursday that Internet hosting and colocation facility Boston 
Datacenters has deployed Enterasys Secure Networks technology in its 
facility in Charlestown, Massachusetts.

"In order to provide the 
high-quality service that's essential to executing our corporate 
mission, we replaced all of the Cisco switches we inherited with 
Enterasys Matrix N3 switches at the edge of the network."  

Since the company launched on July 1, 2004, Boston Datacenters has 
achieved 100 percent uptime with Enterasys switches in its network. 
Boston Datacenters plans to add additional Enterasys technology to its 
infrastructure to meet the growing business demands.  
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
